REGISTRATION 

- All competitors are required to register. Registration will in the clubhouse – between 15.00 
and 18.00 on Sunday 30th July and 09.00 and 10.30am on Monday 31st July. 

- Trolley tags will be handed out which must be attached to the bow of your launch trolley.  
- Dinghies will be berthed in buddy groups. Berthing plan will be available on a nearby notice 

board and the berth number will be marked on the floor. 
 

CLUB ACCESS 

- Changing Rooms and toilets will be open from 09:00 until 23.00. 
- Space is limited in the changing rooms.  If possible, please change for racing before you 

arrive at the Club or beside your boat.
